COMPLAINT

FIRST CGUNT

1.

Plaintiff is the State of Comnecticut represented by Richard Blumenthal, Attorney
General, acting at the request of Jerry Farrell, Jr., Commissioner of Consumer Protection,
pursuant to Chapter 419d of the Connecticut General Statutes, and more particularly
Conn. Gen. Stat. §21a-1901(b).
The defendant, Associated Community Services, Inc. (*ACS”), is a Michigan corporation
that at all times relevant herein was registered as a paid solicitor with the Connecticut
Department of Consumer Protection (“DCP”) pursuant to Conn. Gen. Stat. Sec. 21a-
190f(a).
At all times reievant herein, Firefighters Support Services Inc. was registered as a
charitable organization with DCP pursuant to Conn. Gen, Stat. Sec. 21 a-190b.
Beginning on or around November 19, 2007 and continuing to the present time, ACS
conducted a solicitation campaign on behalf of Firefighters Support Services, Inc. in
Connecticut.
Conn. Gen. Stat. Sec. 21a-190f(f) states in relevant part:

A paid solicitor shall, in the case of a solicitation campaign

conducted orally, whether by telephone or otherwise, send a
written confirmation to each person who has pledged to contribute,



no more than five days after such person has been solicited, which
confirmation shall include a clear and conspicuous disclosure of
the information required by subsection () of this section.

Conn. Gen. Stat. Sec 21a-190f(e) requires, /nfer alia, the disclosure of “such solicitor’s

name as on file with the department, [and] the fact that such solicitor is a paid solicitor.”

6. ACS utilized written confirmations in Conneclicut that did not clearly and conspicuousty

disclose its name as on file with the department and the fact that it was a paid solicitor.

7. ACS’s conduct as set out herein constitutes a viclation of Conn. Gen. Stat. Sec. 21a-
190f(f) and is a prohibited act pursuant to Conn. Gen. Stat. Sec. 21a-190h(11), which
states that it is a violation of the Solicitation of Charitable Funds Act for “any person to

fail to comply with the requirements of sections 21a-190b to 21a-190g, inclusive.”

SECOND COUNT
1-7. Paragraphs 1-7 of Count One are incorporated herein as Paragraphs 1-7 of Count Two.
8. Conn. Gen. Stat, Sec. 21a-1901(d) states that a willful violation of Conn. Gen. Stat. Sec.
21a-190h occurs “when the party committing the viofation knew of should have known

that such conduct was prohibited by section 21a-190h.”

9. The defendant's conduct as alleged herein constitutes a willful violation of Conn, Gen.

Stat. Sec. 21a-190h(11).



DEMAND FOR RELIEF
Wherefore, the piaintiff claims the following relief:
1. An order pursuant to Conn, Gen. Stat. Sec. 21a-1901(b) enjoining the defendant’s
violations of law as alleged herein;
2. An order, pursuant to Conn. Gen. Stat. Sec. 21a-1901(d) directing the defendant to pay
civil penalties in the amount of Two Thousand Five Hundred dollars ($2,500) for each
and every willful violation of Conn. Gen. Stat. Sec. 21a-190h(11);
3. Such other relief as the Court deems appropriate,
The amount, legal interest or property in demand is more than $15,000 exclusive of

interest and costs.
